l. School food service staff shall make substitutions or modifications for students
with disabilities. Such substitutions or modifications shall be based on a written
prescription from a licensed physician.

. Students with food allergies that may result in severe, life threatening reactions
shall be provided with food substitutions as prescribed by a licensed physician.

[l The principal shall ensure that all appropriate staff are knowledgeable about a
student’s special dietary needs. Confidentiality of medical information shall be

maintained.
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
